COURSE INFORMATION & SCHEDULE
After the initial diagnostic reading test, each student receives an individualized learning path through the Exact Path curriculum. The diagnostic test determines where skills need review and practice.  Each student’s learning path provides specific skill practice and mastery tests.  As students master a skill, they continue to work on the next until they complete that path and begin a new one, building on the mastered skills. Students will work on these paths 2-3 days a week. Progress is monitored daily; one-on-one tutoring is provided when necessary.  The other days are spent with a text(Measuring Up) that reviews and practices skills needed for the 9th (or 10th) grade EOC. At the end of the semester, students will be given a diagnostic reading test to determine progress.
